Seminary Represented at AAASS Convention

Holy Trinity Seminary was represented at the annual con-
vention of the American Association for the Advancement of
Slavic Studies (AAASS) in Washington D.C. between November
16 and 19, 2006. This annual scholarly forum offers panels in
literature, linguistics, history, political science, and religion.

Deacon Vladimir Tsurikov, Assistant Dean of Holy Trinity
Seminary and Instructor of Church Slavonic, chaired and
participated in a roundtable entitled “Contemporary Russian
Orthodoxy: Political, Social and Diasporic Identities.”

Nadiezsda Kizenko, Professor of History at the University
at Albany (SUNY) and Instructor of Russian History at Holy
Trinity Seminary presented a paper entitled “Shoes and Ships:
The After-Life of the Holy Admiral Ushakov” at a panel dedi-
cated to “Will Wonders Never Cease? Miracles in Russian
Orthodoxy across the Centuries.”

Svitlana Malyhina, Instructor of Russian Literature at Holy
Trinity Seminary, presented a paper entitled “Hearing Voices
of the Russian Youth: Language Portrait of a Generation” at
a panel dedicated to “Language and Identity in Post-Soviet
Russia”

The 39th National Convention of the AAASS will be held at
the New Orleans Marriott in New Orleans, Louisiana, from
Thursday, November 15, 2007 through Sunday, November
19, 2007.

Chamber Choir Visit

Holy Trinity Seminary was pleased to host a concert by the “
Tebe Poem “ (“To Thee We Sing”) Chamber Choir from Kras-
noyarsk, Russia, on November 28, 2006. The choir, founded
in 1991 by Konstantin Alexandrovich Jakobson, Rector of the
Krasnoyarsk State Academy of Music and Theater, is made up
entirely of professional singers. The choir performed a con-

cert of Russian music, both sacred and folk, in the Seminary
graduation hall for a large audience headed by His Eminence
Metropolitan Laurus, and including monks and seminarians
as well as members of the larger Jordanville community.

Roundtable on Alcoholism

Holy Trinity Seminary hosted a roundtable entitled “Alcohol-
ism in Russia - Efforts by Society and Church to Overcome
It” on December 12, 2006. Three of the roundtable partici-
pants were clinical specialists from Russia: Hieromonk Jonah
(Zaimovskii) of the Monastery of St. Daniel in Moscow and
author of several books on addiction; Dr. Aleksei Aleksandrov,
a psychiatrist and psychoanalyst from the Second City Hospital

in Saint Petersburg; and Alexander Zatravkin from the “ Dom
na Gore “ (“House on the Hill”) rehabilitation center outside
Saint Petersburg. They were joined by Dr. Eugene Zubkov, a
psychiatrist and director of The International Institute for Al-
coholism Education and Training, Inc. Panelists focused on the
nature of alcoholism, the history of its treatment, the twelve
step program and AA initiatives in Russia, and related their
own professional experience in treating this disease.

Hierodeacon Cyprian (Alexandrou)
Ordained to the Priesthood

His Eminence, Metropolitan Laurus, First Hierarch of the
Russian Orthodox Church Abroad and Rector of Holy Trin-
ity Seminary, ordained Hierodeacon Cyprian (Alexandrou)
to the Holy Priesthood on Tuesday, December 19, 2006, the
Feastday of St. Nicholas the Wonderworker, at Holy Trinity
Monastery.

Fr. Cyprian is a graduate of Sydney University and Mac-
quarie University. In 1995 Fr. Cyprian moved to Greece to

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the Monastery of St. Cyprian and Justina in Fili, and was
tonsured a rassaphore monk by Metropolitan Cyprian of Fili.
In February 1996 Fr. Cyprian was ordained to the diacon-
ate. On April 2, 2004, Fr. Cyprian was tonsured to the small
schema at Holy Trinity Monastery by Metropolitan Laurus.
Since 2004 Fr. Cyprian has been teaching Greek and ESL at
Holy Trinity Seminary. Aside from teaching, Fr. Cyprian is
a staff member of the Seminary’s library.

Youth Conference Visits Jordanville

Holy Trinity Monastery and Seminary welcomed the par-
ticipants of the St. Herman’s Youth Conference to a day-trip
to Jordanville on December 25, 2006. The Russian Orthodox
Church Abroads largest annual gathering of young people, the
St. Herman’s Youth Conference met this year at the Church
of the Nativity of the Mother of God in Albany, NY, from
December 21 to 26. On December 25, the feast-day of St.

Herman of Alaska, the conference participants, led by His
Grace, Bishop Gabriel of Manhattan, traveled to Jordanville,
where they attended the Divine Liturgy, had lunch in the

monastery refectory, toured the grounds, and were treated to
two lectures in the Seminary graduation hall. Archimandrite
Luke, Dean of Seminary, spoke about Scientology, while Fr.
Samuel (Nedelsky) delivered a talk entitled “The Gospel and
Media Culture”, which focused on media reaction to The Da
Vinci Code and The Passion of the Christ.

OISM meets in Jordanville

Over 60 students from five North American Orthodox
seminaries gathered at Holy Trinity Monastery and Seminary
February 9-11, 2007, for the spring meeting of the Orthodox
Inter-Seminary Movement [OISM].

This event marked the first time in the 40-year history of
the movement that a meeting was held on the sacred grounds
of Holy Trinity Monastery. The participants spent three days

in spiritual retreat, fellowship, and in conducting their busi-
ness meetings.

During their visit, seminarians attended services at the mon-
astery cathedral of the Holy Trinity, met with His Eminence
Metropolitan Laurus, and toured the monastery and seminary
grounds. Kevin Meyers, a student at St. Tikhon's Seminary, was
elected as the new OISM president. The students also viewed
a slideshow presentation of the October 2006 pilgrimage to
St. Herman Seminary and Spruce Island.

In addition to students from Holy Trinity Seminary, students
from Saint Tikhon’s Seminary, Saint Vladimir’s Seminary,
Holy Cross Greek Orthodox School of Theology, and Saint
Andrew’s College, participated in the gathering.

The Feast of Three Hierarchs

On February 11-12, 2007, the seminarians and faculty of
Holy Trinity Seminary together with the brotherhood of
Holy Trinity Monastery celebrated the feast of the Three
Hierarchs, Sts. Basil the Great, Gregory the Theologian, and
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John Chrysostom, the heavenly protectors of the Seminary.
The festive services were presided over by His Eminence,
Metropolitan Laurus, First Hierarch of the Russian Orthodox
Church Abroad and Rector of Holy Trinity Seminary. His
Grace, Bishop Peter of Cleveland arrived on Saturday to join
the celebration. During the Vigil, as well as during Divine
Liturgy large parts of the services were read and chanted in
Greek, including the reading of the festive canon, the Epistle
and Gospel. Second year seminarian Sergio Silva, a native of
Brazil, was tonsured to the rank of reader during the hours.
During the Small Entrance at the Liturgy, Metropolitan Laurus
awarded Hieromonk Theophylact (ClapperDeWell), Dean of
Students, the right to wear the nabedrenik in recognition of
his many labors. The same ecclesiastical award was presented
to hieromonk Dionisy (Dmitrievich), a second year seminar-
ian. Following the Divine Liturgy a moleben was served to
the Three Hierarchs.

Following the Divine Liturgy and a meal in the Monastery
refectory, the students gathered for the traditional reception
in the Seminary graduation hall. Metropolitan Laurus was not
able to be present this year, as his presence was required at the
headquarters of the ROCOR in New York City. Archimandrite
Luke, Dean of Holy Trinity Seminary, opened the reception
thanking Bishop Peter for joining the Seminary community for
this feast. Official greetings had been received from Archbishop
Hilarion of Australia and New Zealand, Archbishop Evgeny of
Vereia, rector of the Moscow Theological Academy, and Bishop
Gabriel of Manhattan. Andrei V. Psarev, a Seminary alumnus
and currently instructor of Canon Law and Russian Church
History at the Seminary, addressed the students, focusing on
the history of theological education in pre-revolutionary Russia.
Following A. Psarev’s talk, Deacon Vladimir Tsurikov, Assistant
Dean of the Seminary, presented an account of the Seminary’s
events over the past year. Among the highlights were a round-
table held in February of 2006 on the talks between the Russian

Orthodox Church and the Russian Orthodox Church Outside
Russia, a conference on Metropolitan Antonii Khrapovitskii,
held in October 2006, and an accreditation review, which led
to a renewal of the Seminary’s accreditation for a period of
ten years. Fr. Vladimir concluded with announcing this year’s
recipients of scholarships granted by the Fund for Assistance,
the Koulaev Foundation, and the Metropolitan Philaret Fund.
The Holy Trinity Seminary Scholarship was granted to fourth
year seminarian Sergei Tcac in recognition of his diligence in
all aspects of Seminary life.

Excursion to the New York Public Library

On Friday, March 9th , the Deacon Vladimir Tsurikov, S.
S. Kiriukhin, Instructor of Old and New Teastament, and
nine seminarians left Holy Trinity Seminary and traveled to
the Synodal headquarters of the Russian Orthodox Church
Outside Russia. Their purpose was to visit The New York
Public Library’s Slavic and Baltic Division, which is currently

hosting an exhibit honoring F.G. Solntsev, and attend services
for the Veneration of the Holy Cross, and visit the nearby
Russian consulate.

After arriving, the group walked to the Consulate General
of the Russian Federation, where they were met by Consul
Vladimir Khlebnikov, Vice Consul Andrei Savushkin, and
Timur Sokolov, Cultural Attache. After a discussion about the
consulate’s activities as well as new laws concerning visas and
passports, the group toured the reception rooms and returned
to the cathedral for a fasting dinner, where the were joined
by Vladimir Khlebnikov.

Saturday morning they attended Divine liturgy and a pan-
ikhida at the St. Sergius of Radonezh church in Synod. In the
afternoon the group gathered at The New York Public Library
where they met the director of the Slavic and Baltic Division,
Edward Kasinec, who accompanied the group to the exhibit,

“The Art and Impact of Fedor Solntsev.”
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On Saturday evening the seminarians attended services at the
Synodal Cathedral of Our Lady of the Sign. His Grace, Bishop
G abriel received the visitors from HTS following Vigil.

Plans for a new Scholarly Publication Announced

On March 16, 2007, a meeting of the Centre for the Study
of Russian Orthodoxy in the Diaspora was hosted by the
Academy of Sciences in Moscow and was chaired by Arch-
bishop Evgeny, rector of the Moscow Theological Academy
and Director of the Centre, which was founded in October
2004 by a joint initiative of the Moscow Theological Academy
and Holy Trinity Seminary. The Centre for the Study of Rus-
sian Orthodoxy in the Diaspora is currently preparing the
release of a Biblical Dictionary by N.N. Glubokovsky, a well
known theologian and alumnus of the Moscow Theological
Academy, prepared jointly by the Moscow Theological Acad-
emy, Holy Trinity Seminary and the Trinity St. Sergius Lavra,
the publication of which will constitute the first completed
work of the Centre.

In attendance at the meeting were Prof. A.O. Chubarian,
Director of the Institute of World History at the Academy of
Sciences; O.I Barkovets, Advisor to the president of “Sput-
nik” on charity and cultural affairs; Prof. M.V. Bibikov; S.V.
Mironenko, Director of the Russian State Archives; M.V.
Shkarovsky of the Central State Archives in St. Petersburg;
A. Beglov (Academy of Sciences); E.S. Tokareva (Academy of
Sciences); V.A. Moskvin, Director of the library and research
centre “Russian Diaspora”; A.A. Kostriukov (St. Tikhon’s Or-
thodox University of the Humanities); Archpriest Vladislav
Tsypin, Hieromonk Evfimy (Moiseev) and Hieromonk Sava
(Tutunov) representing the Moscow Theological Academy,
and Deacon Vladimir Tsurikov representing Holy Trinity
Seminary.

During the meeting, it was decided to approve plans for a
multivolume publication dedicated to the history of Russian
Orthodoxy in the Diaspora in the 20" century.

The strong bond between the Moscow Theological Academy
and Holy Trinity Seminary was further strengthened by a
formally signed agreement between the two schools, which
will allow for a continuation of joint projects.

“Beyond Russia Imagined:
Reflections on the Exhibition”

Holy Trinity Seminary was represented at a two-day sym-
posium, that complements the exhibition “Russia Imagined,
1825-1925: The Art and Impact of Fedor Solntsev;” which is
on view at the NYPLs Sue and Edgar Wachenheim III Gallery
from Friday, March 2 through June 16, 2007. Deacon Vladi-
mir Tsurikov, Assistant Dean of Holy Trinity Seminary, and

Professor Nadiezsda Kizenko participated at the symposium,
which took place at The New York Public Library and at the
Harriman Institute at Columbia University on March 22-23,
2007. Presentations included, but were not limited to, papers
on Fedor Solntsev and the Russian Orthodox Church, The
Manuscript Books of Fedor Solntsev, Restoring the Medieval
Past in 19 th -Century Kyiv, Aleksei Olenin and the Search for
National Distinctiveness in Russian Art, and Solntsev and
Official Nationality.

Visit to St. Petersburg Theological Academy

On April 10, 2007, Deacon Vladimir Tsurikov, Assistant
Dean of Holy Trinity Seminary visited the St. Petersburg
Theological Academy, where he met with His Grace Arch-
bishop Constantine, rector of the St. Petersburg Theological
Academy and Seminary. The meeting was dedicated to a dis-
cussion of possibilities of cooperation and joint educational
projects between the two institutions, as part of a recently
signed agreement between the Educational Commission of
the Russian Orthodox Church and Holy Trinity Seminary. A
second meeting has been scheduled for July of this year.

On April 12, 2007, the State

Russian Cultural Foundation,

Museum “Pavlovsk”, near St.
Petersburg, opened an exhibit, |
dedicated to Princess Vera
Konstantinovna Romanova, |
daughter of Grand Duke

Konstantin ~ Konstantinovich [
Romanov (also know as the
poet “K.R”), and the 100™
anniversary of her birth.
Representing Holy Trinity
Seminary at the festivities
were  Protodeacon  Victor
Lochmatow, faculty member

which is located in Moscow.

The opening of the exhibit
began with a parade in the
courtyard of the palace of
representatives of  several
cadet corps from St
Petersburg, after which Priest
Daniel Ranne served a litia in
the palace chapel in memory
of Princess Vera.

An exhibit catalog was

and long time associate of the Seminary’s and Monastery’s
museum; E.Ju. Lochomatow, curator of Jordanville’s
museum; and Deacon Vladimir Tsurikov, Director of
Archives and Library Services of Holy Trinity Seminary
and member of the organizational committee of the exhibit
dedicated to Princess Vera.

The exhibit was organized by the State Museum “Pavlovsk” in
cooperation with the Russian State Archives and the Alexis
Jordan Fund for Assistance to Cadet Corps, and was blessed
by His Eminence, Metropolitan Laurus, Rector of Holy
Trinity Seminary and Abbot of Holy Trinity Monastery.

Holy Trinity Seminary contributed eleven items, sent to the
Pavlovsk museum on loan for the duration of three months.

collections at different institutions, both in Russia and
abroad that have significance for the study of Princess Vera’s
family. The catalog includes four greetings, contributed by
His Eminence, Metropolitan Laurus; B.A. Jordan, President
of the Alexis Jordan Fund for Assistance to Cadet Corps;
N.S. Tretiakov, Director of the State Museum “Pavlovsk’;
and S.V. Mironenko, Director of the Russian State Archives.
Contributors to the catalog include A.N. Guzanov (State
Museum “Pavlovsk”), M.V. Sidorova (Russian State
Archives), V.V. Leonidov and O.K. Zemliakova (Russian
Cultural Foundation), Deacon Vladimir Tsurikov (Holy
Trinity Seminary), and Edward Kasinec (The New York
Public Library).

This event marks the first time that any items from Holy
Trinity Seminary’s museum have left Jordanville to be
included in other exhibits, and it is of special significance
that it was precisely in Princess Veras former home that this
exhibit took place. Princess Vera has played an important
role in the inception of Jordanville’s museum, donating
numerous items to the museum, archives and library, and
facilitating the acquisition of other items. The items will
return to Holy Trinity Seminary on July 20, 2007.
